The future plan to support the rebuilding of Gaza Strip 2014-2017

- First stage: Immediate intervention projects till the end of 2014. Projects will focus 
  on humanitarian and emergency needs; including hospital support, support to families, school 
  students, and direct financial aid to poor families.
- Second stage: Intermediate intervention projects effective the beginning of 2015 until its end. 
  Projects will focus on  rehabilitation of damaged houses, provision of emergency healthcare 
  services, rehabilitation of agricultural sector, support to education, activation of programs 
  for new orphans, addressing the environmental crisis, youth and women empowerment (YES) 
  programs. 
- Third stage: long term projects effective the beginning of 2016 and on. Projects will focus on 
  provision of support to agriculture, sponsorship of orphans and employment  of men and 
  women.

WA Efforts achieved to date    
 - 200,000 liters of fuel provided for hospitals and ambulances.
-  Providing medicine and medical supplies for  hospitals and health 
    centers at cost of $305K
 - 17,000  families received food packages.  .  
- 35,000  mattresses and pillows distributed for families.
- 11,000  families received hygiene kits.    
-  8 water tanks to 8 shelters.
- 1,500 liter of clean water provided to families. 
 - 4,000 hot meals provided for injured at Al Shifa Hospital.
-  1,382 Fishermen Families received urgent humanitarian needs.
- distribution of 50 gift to injured children in the Eid al-Fitr.

Welfare Association signed over 30 implementation agreements with 21 local NGOs.Projects are 
being implemented either directly, or with the partners

- Provision of healthcare and rehabiliation support to 480 disabled.
- Provision of primary healthcare services via 3  moblie clinics targeting the displaced families.
- Provision of psychological support to 90 patients from Gaza in Jerusalem hospitals.
- Provision of psychosocial support to children at Gaza shelters.
