This program sponsors comprehensive 

revitalization efforts in run-down 

neighborhoods in urban and rural areas. It 

supports the restoration of old buildings, 

the preservation of architectural heritage, 

and the rehabilitation of residential housing 

and infrastructure. The program also creates 

spaces for cultural, social, and economic 

activities, which empower communities and 

improve their living conditions. The work 

initially focused on the Old City of Jerusalem 

but has now expanded to other areas of 

Palestine, such as the city of Nablus and 

the town of Arrabeh.
